1. Shakespeare's works are often published in one single book, and it's not a very large one. Perhaps some may wonder why Shakespeare has won fame as one of the world's greatest poets. It would be very difficult to give a brief explanation. But open any of his plays and read and you'll immediately see why he has earned this praise. For one thing, when Shakespeare has said a thing, it seems impossible that it could ever be said in a better way. The lit​tle songs which appear in his plays are among the most charming gems of poetry in the English language.
2. Shakespeare's plays are also wonderfully interesting. His historic works tell the stories of the early English kings: of poor, weak Richard II, clever Henry IV, and brave Henry V. Others tell the tragic stories of the ancient world: the murder of Julius Caesar; Mark Antony, the Roman general, who lost an empire through his own weakness and foolish actions. Other plays recount the tales of imaginary characters: of Portia, the noble lady who saved the life of her husband's friend; of Othello, the nobleman who murdered his sweet, innocent wife after listening to the lies of an evil man.
3. Shakespeare seemed to know human nature through and through. The characters in his plays seem like living, with their weaknesses, people. There are many heroes among them, fine soldiers, and not too clever countrymen, tender ladies, and tigers in women's clothing. Shakespeare seemed to be able to show us almost every kind of man find woman, good and bad, and to know how to touch all our feel​ings, from sad to joyous. We cannot help feeling sorry when we see poor old King Lear walking around in the storm, made mad by the cruelty of his two daughters; and we must laugh at the misadven​tures of the fat and funny knight Falstaff.
4. Last of all, though Shakespeare wrote his plays only for the amuse​ment of those who went to see them, they contain many good morals and ethical lessons, which can help those who read them to In- better, wiser, and happier. It is pleasant to think that The Tempest, probably the last play that Shakespeare wrote, ends with I scene in which those who have been wronged forgive those who have wronged them. Even in the final scene of his final play, the great  poet, or "the Bard" as he is fondly called, wished good will to all.

Read about the amazing life of one of the greatest figures in the history of pop music, John Lennon. What made him so special?

1. The group he formed, The Beatles, changed pop music forever. From their first single, "Love Me Do" (a Lennon — McCartney composition), in 1962, people recognized something different in their music than the usual pop songs at the time. Their songs seemed more tuneful, more exciting than what most artists were recording at the time. The Beatles were also more attractive than many other performers. Many more people began to listen to pop music than before. Soon, the group's following was like nothing anyone  had  ever seen:  a  hysteria that the newspapers  called "Beatlemania" swept Britain and soon, America.
2. Their second single, "Please, Please Me" reached number one in March 1963. When the media focused on the new group, it soon became clear that Lennon was not like other pop stars. His answers to reporters' questions showed an unusual intelligence and sense of humour. His character soon shone out: he always behaved in a completely different way than other people and hated artificiality. He was never quite comfortable with the Beatles' "nice" image. In fact, it was Lennon who began to break away from this image and change the public image of the Beatles. His and McCartney's music changed and became more "psychedelic". The Beatles were no longer those four clean-cut young men that even parents liked.
3. In 1966, Lennon met Japanese artist Yoko Ono. She was clever and eccentric, like Lennon, and the two soon fell in love. He loved lis​tening to her views on art and politics and admired her indepen​dent spirit. She brought something new to his life, and soon he found there was more he wanted to do on his own, or with Yoko, than he wanted to do with the Beatles. In 1968, he told the other Beatles of his decision to leave, although the real split did not come until 1971, when Paul McCartney also decided their partner​ ship should end. Lennon married Yoko Ono in 1969.
4. Of all former Beatles, Lennon made the most promising start as a solo artist. In 1971, he recorded the song by which most people remember him today, "Imagine". But in 1975 he stopped making records. For a while he and Yoko separated, partly because of the problems he was having with drugs and alcohol, but eventually he settled down with her again in New York. He also spent time try​ing to become an American citizen, something which was not easy because of his drug convictions and unpopularity with the govern​ment for his outspoken political and social views. In 1980, a new, positive phase both in his private life and his musical career seemed to begin. But that soon came to an end on the street out​ side of his home one night in December 1980.

There are various ethnic food, health food, fast food and traditional home-cooked food in the USA.
Mexican food is the favorite of many Americans, but they love spaghetti, pizza and other types of Italian food. Chinese food has been popular with them for years. Now they often prefer fast food like hamburgers, hot dogs and French fries.
Many years the American people liked traditional big breakfast and diet of meat and potatoes. Usually they eat three times a day.
For breakfast they have first juice, particularly orange one, then different kinds of cereal: cornflakes, oatmeal, cream of wheat and oth​ers or eggs (fried or hard-boiled), tea or coffee.
Lunch is a quick meal for the most Americans. For lunch they have fast food: pizza, potato chips, McDonalds's food, sandwiches, hot dogs, hot corn, any kind of sweet gas water, fruit and salads.
There are many fast-food restaurants all over the country where people can have lunch during their short lunch break.
When the American people talk about lunch, they usually say: "Let's grab a sandwich! How about a bite to eat?" At lunchtime most Americans eat on the run, so fast food is very popular.
For dinner they always have salad with different kinds of vegetables mixed with croutons and dressing. After salad they like to eat fried chicken, steaks, ribs, beef, fish, baked, fried and mashed potatoes.
Maybe the Americans have more time for dinner, but they don't often have enough time for grocery shopping, cooking and washing dishes. Often instead of asking, "What's for dinner?" they ask: "Where are we going for dinner?"
The Americans have never eaten herring and seldom soup. But if they want any soup, they eat puree or cream soup. During any meal they drink different kinds of gas water or Coca-Cola. What Do the English Eat?

What do the English eat? One's daily diet depends (probably as everywhere) on taste, income and pattern of everyday life. For breakfast, someone dashing off to work will grab a cup of tea or coffee and a piece of toast and marmalade, or not even that, and buy a coffee and croissant en route! But at weekends, when there is more time, they might on Saturday or Sunday have the "Great British Breakfast" (which is now marketed everywhere in cafes as "all day breakfast" — very popular with tourists). This consists of fried bacon, eggs, tomatoes, mushrooms, sausage, baked beans and fried bread. This food is ironically known as "heart-attack specials" — but if one goes away to stay in a bed-and-breakfast place or hotel, you have it all the same! Anyone health-conscious may have cereal, e. g. muesli, fruit juice and perhaps a piece of toast and marmalade. At weekends, I may have scrambled eggs on toast, with grilled bacon, coffee. Lunch for me would be a sandwich with brown, whole meal bread, a banana, occasionally soup and/or fruit juice — most people eat their main meal in the evenings, because of work, and for preference. Again main dinners — anything! Traditional English food is fish and chips with peas, steak and kidney pie, sausage and mashed potatoes, but people also eat Indian or Chinese food, pasta with a meat or vegetable sauce, with the usual Mediterranean herbs, such as basil, oregano, plus olives, Pesto sauce, sprinkled with Parmesan cheese. As for eating out — income determines this. As 1 am on pension, it is usually Indian or Chinese, and there is a cheap Polish restaurant near my place — this would be once a month, and I may also get in a takeaway (you phone the restaurant and they deliver — usually Indian) once or twice a month. However if you are young on a high income, you may eat out several times a week, and get frequent takeaways: you may have to pay £100—150 for two in the modern European, Mediterranean or even some up-market Indian restaurants (compare the ones we go to — £30 — 40 for two).

The very first calculating device used was the ten fingers of a man's hands.
This, in fact, is why today we still count in tens and multiples of tens. Then
the abacus was invented, a bead frame in which the beads are moved from
left to right.
2. During the 17th and 18th centuries many people tried to find easy
ways of calculating. J. Napier, a Scotsman, devised a mechanical way of
multiplying and dividing, which is how the modern slide rule works. Henry
Briggs   and   Napier's   ideas   to   produce   logarithm   tables   which   all
mathematicians use today. Calculus, another branch of mathematics, was
independently invented by both Sir Isaac Newton, an Englishman, and
Leibnitz, a German mathematician.
3. The first real calculating machine appeared in 1820 as the result of
several people's experiments. This type of machine, which saves a great deal
of time and reduces the possibility of making mistakes, depends on a series
Of ten-toothed gear wheels.  In  1830 Charles Babbage, an Englishman,
designed a machine that was called "The Analytical Engine". This machine,
which Babbage showed at the Paris Exhibition in 1855, was an attempt to
cut out the human being altogether, except for providing the machine with
the necessary facts  about the problem to be solved. He never finished this
work, but many of his ideas were the basis for building today's computers.
4.  In 1930, the first analog computer was built by an American named
Vannevar Bush. This device was used in World War II to help aim guns.
Mark I, the name given to the first digital computer, was completed in 1944,
The men responsible for this invention were Professor Howard Aiken and
some  people   from   IBM   (IBM   -   International   Business  Machines   -
Компания IBM). This was the first machine that could figure out long lists
of mathematical problems, ail at a very fast rate. In 1946 two engineers at
the University of Pennsylvania, J. Eckert and J.Mauchly, built the first
digital computer using parts called vacuum tubes. They named their new
invention EN1AC. Another important advancement in computers came in
1947, when John von Newmann developed the idea of beeping instructions
for the computer inside the computer's memory.
5.  The first generation of computers, which used vacuum tubes, came
out in 1950. Univac I is an example of these computers   which could
perform thousands of calculations per second.  In   1960,  the second
generation of computers was developed and these could perform work ten times faster than their predecessors. The reason for this extra speed was the use   of transistors instead of vacuum tubes. Second-generation computers were smaller, faster and more dependable than first-generation computers. The third-generation computers appeared on the market in 1965. These computers could do a million calculations a second, which is 1000 times as many as first-generation computers. Unlike second-generation computers, these are controlled by tiny integrated circuits and are consequently smaller and more dependable. Fourth-generation computers have now arrived, and the integrated circuits that are being developed have been greatly reduced in size. This is due to microminiaturization, which means that the circuits are much smaller than before;   as many as 1000 tiny circuits now fit onto a single chip. A chip is a square or rectangular piece of silicon, usually from 1/10 to 1/4 inch, upon .which several layers of  an   integrated circuit are etched or imprinted, after which the circuit is encapsulated in plastic, ceramic or metal. Fourth-generation computers are 50 times faster than third-generation computers and can  complete approximately  1,000,000 instructions per second.

For
this reason, computers can be defined as devices which accept information in
the form of instructions called a program and characters called data,
perform mathematical and/or logical operations on the information, and
then supply results of these operations. The program, or part of it, which
tells the computers what to do and the data, which provide the information
needed to solve the problem, are kept inside the computer in a place called
memory.

Metals are materials most widely used in industry because of their properties. The study of the production and properties of metals is known as metallurgy.

The separation between the atoms in metals is small, so most metals are dense. The atoms are arranged regularly and can slide over each other. That is why metals are malleable (can be deformed and bent without fracture) and ductile (can be drawn into wire). Metals vary greatly in their properties. For example, lead is soft and can be bent by hand, while iron can only be worked by hammering at red heat.

The regular arrangement of atoms in metals gives them a crystalline structure. Irregular crystals are called grains. The properties of the metals depend on the size, shape, orientation, and composition of these grains. In general, a metal with small grains will be harder and stronger than one with coarse grains.

Heat treatment such as quenching, tempering, or annealing controls the nature of the grains and their size in the metal. Small amounts of other metals (less than 1 per cent) are often added to a pure metal. This is called alloying (легирование) and it changes the grain structure and properties of metals.

All metals can be formed by drawing, rolling, hammering and extrusion, but some require hot-working. Metals are subject to metal fatigue and to creep (the slow increase in length under stress) causing deformation and failure. Both effects are taken into account by engineers when designing, for example, airplanes, gas-turbines, and pressure vessels for high-temperature chemical processes. Metals can be worked using machine-tools such as lathe, milling machine, shaper and grinder.

The ways of working a metal depend on its properties. Many metals can be melted and cast in moulds, but special conditions are required for metals that react with air.

Welding is a process when metal parts are joined together by the application of heat, pressure, or a combination of both. The processes of welding can be divided into two main groups:

• pressure welding, when the weld is achieved by pressure and

Nowadays welding is used instead of bolting and riveting in the construction of many types of structures, including bridges, buildings, and ships. It is also a basic process in the manufacture of machinery and in the motor and aircraft industries. It is necessary almost in all productions where metals are used.

The welding process depends greatly on the properties of the metals, the purpose of their application and the available equipment. Welding processes are classified according to the sources of heat and pressure used.

The welding processes widely employed today include gas welding, arc welding, and resistance welding. Other joining processes are laser welding, and electron-beam welding.

Gas Welding

Gas welding is a non-pressure process using heat from a gas flame. The flame is applied directly to the metal edges to be joined and simultaneously to a filler metal in the form of wire or rod, called the welding rod, which is melted to the joint. Gas welding has the advantage of using equipment that is portable and does not require an electric power source. The surfaces to be welded and the welding rod are coated with flux, a fusible material that shields the material from air, which would result in a defective weld.

Arc Welding

Arc-welding is the most important welding process for joining steels. It requires a continuous supply of either direct or alternating electrical current. This current is used to create an electric arc, which generates enough heat to melt metal and create a weld.

Arc welding has several advantages over other welding methods. Arc welding is faster because the concentration of heat is high. Also, fluxes are not necessary in certain methods of arc welding. The most widely used arc-welding processes are shielded metal arc, gas-tungsten arc, gas-metal arc, and submerged arc.

Shielded Metal Arc

In shielded metal-arc welding, a metallic electrode, which conducts electricity, is coated with flux and connected to a source of electric current. The metal to be welded is connected to the other end of the same source of current. An electric arc is formed by touching the tip of the electrode to the metal and then drawing it away. The intense heat of the arc melts both parts to be welded and the point of the metal electrode, which supplies filler metal for the weld. This process is used mainly for welding steels.

Types of Current
Current is a flow of electricity through a circuit. Let us consider two types of current: direct and alternating.

A direct current (d.c.) flows through a conducting circuit in one direction only. It flows provided a direct voltage source is applied to the circuit.

An alternating current (a.c.) is a current that changes its direction of flow through a circuit. It flows provided an alternating voltage source is applied to the circuit. Alternating current flows in cycles. The number of cycles per second is called the frequency of the current. It is easy to transform a.c. power from one voltage to another by a transformer. Transformers are also used to step down the voltage at the receiving point of the line to the low values that are necessary for use. When necessary a.c. can be changed into d.c. but this is seldom necessary.

Among the most common meters used there are the ohmmeter, the ammeter and the voltmeter. The ohmmeter is used to measure the value of resistance. It consists of a millimeter calibrated to read in ohms, a battery and resistors. The meter is connected in parallel and the circuit is not opened when its resistance is measured. The readings on the scale show the measured value. The ammeter is used to measure the value of current. When the ammeter is used the circuit should be opened at one point and the terminals of the meter should be connected to it. One should take into consideration that the positive terminal of ammeter is connected to the positive terminal of the source; the negative terminal to the negative terminal of the source. The ammeter should be connected in series. The readings on the scale show the measured value.

One of the common functions of wire conductors is to connect a voltage source to a load resistance. Since copper wire conductors have a very low resistance a minimum voltage drop is produced in them. Thus, all of the applied voltage can produce current in the load resistance. It should be taken into consideration that most materials change the value of resistance when their temperature changes.

Metals increase their resistance when the temperature increases while carbon decreases its resistance when the temperature increases. Thus metals have a positive temperature coefficient of resistance while carbon has a negative temperature coefficient. The smaller is the temperature coefficient or the less the change of resistance with the change of temperature, the more perfect is the resistance material.

Materials having a very high resistance are called insulators. Current passes through insulators with great difficulty. The most common insulators are air, paper, rubber, plastics. Any insulator can conduct current when a high enough voltage is applied to it. Currents of great value must be applied to insulators in order to make them conduct. The higher the resistance of an insulator, the greater the applied voltage must be.
